HRIDC Starting the Campaign for Child’s Rights

TBILISI, GEORGIA - The Human Rights Information and Documentation Center has launched the project “The Rights of the Child in Georgia”. 
The project will popularize the child’s rights convention and monitor child rights in Georgia. A database will be created as well as a special web-page about child’s rights in the framework of the project. At the same time a bulletin will be published and legal advice provided. An alternative report will be written and submitted to the government and the UN. A library for child’s rights will also be established. 
The project is financed by the Norwegian Human Rights Fund.
HRIDC - A New Project on National Minorities

TBILISI, GEORGIA - The HRIDC has launched a new project “Living Together – Information Campaign to popularize the Framework Convention for the Protection of National Minorities”. 
The project provides training seminars for representatives of NGOs working on national minority issues. The seminars will cover the Framework Convention for the Protection of National Minorities (Council of Europe) in Georgia and include lobbing for its ratification. A data base will be created on national minority organizations working in Georgia as well as a web-site about national minorities in Georgia. 
This project follows up on activities and training of Minority Rights Group International and the Council of Europe in 2001. 
Georgian Security Ministry Claims to Listen to Mobile Phone Calls

TBILISI, GEORGIA - Security Minister Valeri Khaburdzania demanded the passage of a law for monitoring mobile phone conversations. As Khaburdzania stated at the meeting of the national security and anti corruption council, if they had the right to listen to mobile phones, they would have a greater chance to expose more crimes. He stated that many criminal activities are organized by mobile phones from prison. The above-mentioned initiative was objected to strongly by the pubic defender Nana Devdariani, but her opposition was reduced after the Security minister said that this act would only take place with the court’s permission.

Increasing Crime in Georgia

TBILISI, GEORGIA - Crime has increased in Georgia over the past 11 months period because of social hardships and the inadequate work of police. Despite the increasing offense rate, the exact number of crimes is not known. Members of the population seldom apply to the police as they have lost their trust in them. 

Though the police attempt to expose criminal activities, many crimes are left unrevealed and unsolved, such as robbery and attacks, etc.

The Prosecutor’s office in Tbilisi, for example, has exposed more than 120 concealed crimes. Police hide the facts of a crime in order to improve the percentage of revealed crimes.

Konstantine Bokuchava, the head of the Internal Affair’s department that is supervising the legality of the investigating activities of the prosecutor’s office, stated that the above mentioned information is true. In addition, torture often takes place in the facilities of the Interior Ministry. 

Criminal activities towards foreigners have also increased impacting negatively on the international image of the country. 
Brothers are taken to from police to jail with injuries

KUTAISI, GEORGIA - Brothers Vepkhia and Grigol Jikia received bodily injuries at the hands of the Kutaisi police of the second jail of Kutaisi. 22 year old Vepkhia stated that he had been beaten by the police, but 21 year old Grigol said that the injuries are a result of falling down stairs. 
The brothers were detained for the illegal position of arms. Grigol Jikia has injuries to his forehead. Vepkhia Jikia sustained injuries to his forehead, nose and back. An investigation is carried out by the jail.

Adult Loses Consciousness in the Police Department

TBILISI, GEORGIA - On January 21, 2003, the Partskhashvli brothers were detained by the Digomi police department and accused of robbery. During the interrogation David Partskhashvili lost consciousness and was taken to the hospital of Digomi. 

As the head of Didube police Levan Tsereteli explained, 16 year old David Partskhashvili had become unconscious before the interrogation began and he was not subject to any psychological or physical pressure. Police said that the detainee had epilepsy since childhood and loses consciousness quite frequently.

According to David’s parents, the information being spread by the police does not reflect reality and they suspect that it was the mode of interrogation. 

Five More Suicide in Georgian Army

TBILISI, GEORGIA - General Prosecutor Gia Jikia stated that besides four homicides in 2002, five soldiers have committed suicide in the Georgian army. The last three incidents took place in November. On November 10, communication battalion Officer Gogita Khachapuridze committed suicide using the weapon “makarov”. On November 15, Nugzar Bolkvadze killed private 
soldier Manuchar Lortkipanidze by gunfire during a clash. On November 22 in the border division near the village Shatili Genadi Shetekauri committed suicide. 
According to the statistics, eight soldiers committed suicide five years ago and in the following two years ten incidents of suicide took place (16 in 2000). As for homicide, 9 soldiers were killed five years ago, 7 in the following year, 3 in 1999, 2 in 2000 and 9 in 2001. No further details or analysis are available on the above-mentioned statistics. 

Prisoner Died in Khoni Colony

KHONI, GEORGIA - Fifty-four year old Soso Tsintsadze has died in the Khoni penitentiary department #9. This former policeman had been sentenced to three years for inflicting injury upon the body of a prisoner. According to information supplied from the Khoni facility, the corpse of Tsintsadze was found in his bed in the morning. According to the experts, the couse of the death was Ischemia. Tsintsadze had appealed to the pardon commission, but his application was not discussed, though he could have received a pardon after seven months imprisonment. The prosecutor’s office has begun an investigation.  

Prisoner Committed Suicide

RUSTAVI, GEORGIA - On November 21, 2002, 22 year old Alika Chagunava was found hanging in Rustavi jail (severe regime #2). He was convicted in robbery and homicide and was sentenced to eight years imprisonment. Authorities say that he tried to commit suicide several times.

An investigation has begun. 

Prisoner plans to commit suicide

TBILISI, GEORGIA - In the fifth jail of the penitentiary department, Giorgi Tatarashvili sewed his mouth closed in a token gesture of protest. The president of the NGO of “Human Rights Defense of Georgia”, Giorgi Lagidze, visited him in prison. He is blamed in the robbery of the flat of Manana Natidze and Valodia Beridze in the village of Tokhlauti. When speaking with Lagidze, Georgi deined the charges against him. He claimed to have been detained illegally on June 20, 2001 and the Court of Sagaredjo sentenced him to six and a half years imprisonment. His case is being discussed now in the regional court. In the meantime, the prisoner has threatened to commit suicide. 

Prisoner Tried to Escape

TBILISI, GEORGIA - On January 13 three prisoners tried to escape from the fifth jail, but guards managed to detain all of them. Those prisoners include 31 year old Kakha Turkadze, 26 year old Irakli Kvinikadze and 35 year old Gela Tsertsvadze. The research service of the Penitentiary department is investigating the matter.

Prisoner Wounded the Inspector

TBILISI, GEORGIA - Malkhaz Kebadze, a prisoner in jail #1 injured inspector Nukri Kokaia with sharp object at about 7.30a.m. on January 6, 2003. He wounded the inspector in the bottom and the face, injuries that required hospitalization. The research service of the department is investigating the incident. 

Malkhaz Kebadze has been in the first jail since October 15, 2001. He is serving a sentence for the homicide of his cousin.

Violent religious intolerance remains unchecked in Georgia

TBILISI, GEORGIA – On January 29, 2003 on the eve of a Supreme Court hearing of a case he filed, Giorgi Meparishvili, who is one of Jehovah's Witnesses and a previous victim of religiously motivated violence, was confronted and then chased by two unidentified men armed with handguns. Meparishvili fled, making his way to the roof of a five-story apartment building. Attempting to escape his pursuers, he jumped, aiming to land in a tree near the building. The tree broke his fall, but he was still seriously injured. He is now in the hospital and has regained consciousness. The extent of his injuries has yet to be determined.

On January 2003, yet another attack by religious extremists was carried out against a congregation of Jehovah's Witnesses peacefully meeting together in the city of Rustavi. Victims identified the attackers as Paata Bluashvili and other members of the ultra-Orthodox extremist organization "Jvari." Bluashvili is known to have publicly boasted on national television that he carries out such attacks. Despite numerous promises from the government of Georgia to curb such violence, even the simplest step of detaining Bluashvili has not been undertaken.

Over the last three years, nearly 800 criminal complaints have been filed with the Prosecutor's office against known religious extremists who have carried out violent attacks against Jehovah's Witnesses. To date, not one of these individuals has been arrested or convicted for these criminal acts.

Penitentiary System Tightens Security

TBILISI, GEORGIA - The fifth jail of Tbilisi has tightened security after a revolt took place on January 25, 2003. 16000 prisoners began the riot at 11a.m. and it continued for half an hour. A special group of the Justice Ministry suppressed the revolt. Several persons were injured during the raid: three from the special group and 30 prisoners. Many suffered broken bones. During the raid two weapons of the “9-1” type and self-made bombs, drugs, mobile phones, iron hammers, knifes, daggers, and scissors were found. An investigation has begun. There is a high level of corruption in the penitentiary department.

Human Rights Defenders are not Allowed in Prisons

TBILISI, GEORGIA - Representatives of NGOs that are members of the Justice Ministry’s independent council of public control are not allowed in Tbilisi jail Number 5 or in the hospital. 
The reason is the revolt that took place on January 25, 2003. The penitentiary department said that they could not guarantee their security, in violation of the minister’s statement allowing representatives of NGOs to enter prisons at any time they desire. The deprivation of this right is seen as suspicious by pubic defenders. They state that the prison administration does not want them to meet or see beaten prisoners.    

Police in Touch with Drug Dispensary

TBILISI, GEORGIA - Representatives of NGOs and advocates now openly talk about the criminal activities of the Gldani-Nadzaladevi police and drug dispensary. According to the information of attorney Ronald Asakashvili, the police of Gldani-Nadzaladevi took Zviad Zviadauri to the police department by force alleging that he was a drug consumer. Then he was taken to the drug dispensary and, after examining him, said that he had been under the influence of drugs. Zviad replied that he had never even seen a drug in his life.
The ensuing criminal case has begun and Zviadauri’s attorney has applied to Lado Sarishvili, an expert in the Justice Ministry, to affirm or deny the drug consumption accusation. Zviad Zviadauri will face up to one year imprisonment without this independent verification, or will be forced to “negotiate” with the police who are demanding a 200 USD bribe to release him.

Georgian Inhabitants in Gali are registered as Abkhazians
TBILISI, GEORGIA - Census taking is underway in Gali, but in violation of Georgian legislation, the Georgian population is registered as Abkhazian and receives a nominal ‘Russian Nationality’. According to Georgians, they are being so registered either by force or by blackmail in violation of the law.   

President Declared anti Constitutional Statement

TBILISI, GEORGIA - The representatives of the human rights NGOs blame the Georgian president for declaring an anti constitutional statement. Officials of law-enforcement bodies, the president’s regional representatives city municipality officials and district governors, are to prohibit street actions held by citizen groups which is in violation of the Georgian constitution, article #25. 
Doctors’ Protest Demonstration in front of Municipality

KUTAISI, GEORGIA - Doctors in Kutaisi held a protest demonstration in November 2002 for non-payment of their wages for a period now of 25 months.

“We are working in slum conditions and even don’t have money to go to work and it seems that the health care Minister doesn’t care for us at all,” stated the participants of the action. They hope only on the city municipality.  The same kind of demonstration two months earlier resulted in the receipt of only two months wages from the city municipality. 

Legal Proceeding between anti monopoly service and Givi Targamadze

TBILISI, GEORGIA - Legal proceedings in the anti monopoly case of Givi Targamadze (a candidate for the parliamentary elections), was postponed in Vake-Saburtalo court because of the judge’s illness. Givi Targamadze is accused of failing to procure a special license before placing an advertisement (including a portrait of President Shevardnadze) which included information about the nature of his tenure. 

Discussion of the case of Giorgi Sanaia

TBILISI, GEORGIA - The court of Gldani-nadzaladevi began hearing the case of the murder of Giorgi Sanaia on January 30, 2003, stated Nugzar Rukhdze, the judge of Gldani-Nadzaladevi court.
Nana Gugushvili will hear the case against Grigol Khurtsilava, who is accused of committing the homicide. She had been studying 10 volumes of materials during a month long period. 

Journalist Giorgi Sanaia was killed in his flat at 5a.m. on July 26. 2001. Four months later, police detained Grigol Khurtsilava. He has admitted to the crime but society at large believes that the government wanted to get rid of him as he was an opposition journalist.  

The Discussion of Public Defender’s Case is Postponed

TBILISI, GEORGIA - The second group of the constitutional court has postponed the case of the Georgian Public Defender, Nana Devdariani, regarding the abolition of several articles from the criminal code. Some of the articles include the 12 hour term of detention, and that every person should be detained as alleged and not as blamed, and should be assured with an attorney. The Georgian Constitution guarantees these principles, but it is violated quite often. 

NGO “Fair Elections and Democracy” against Central Commission of Election

TBILISI, GEORGIA - The NGO “Fair Elections and Democracy” has brought a trial to the Supreme Court against the Central Commission of Elections for a decision made on January 10 regarding the elections in Rustavi. 
The Central Commission of Elections has not taken into the facts. It approved the results of the election despite the decision of the Court on December 18, which annulled the election results in Rustavi on November 30.

Father of vice President “Lukoil” is Kidnapped and Killed

TBILISI, GEORGIA - On December 1, 2002, unidentified persons kidnapped Vadikh Sharpov, the father of Vadim Sharpov – vice President of Russian oil company “Lukoil”. He was kidnapped in the village of Partiani, Tetritskaro district.  
Georgian security forces concealed this information, especially after the abduction of Peter Shaw, but the information about the murder was disseminated by an Azerbaijan news agency. 
In addition, the aggressors took 400 USD and gold. The car the assailants used was found near the village Kumisi. A week after the incident, the corpse of Sharpov was found nearby.  
Attack on Journalist Mikadze

TBILISI, GEORGIA - On January 14, 2003 Akaki Mikadze, the journalist of “Moskovskie novosti” was attacked in the garage near his house. The aggressors took 200Gel and his mobile phone. The assailants wore in masks and physically injured the journalist. 
The journalist excludes private reasons for the attack, but the press-service of the interior ministry has information about the assailants and have begun an investigation.

Ranking Person Detained

TBILISI, GEORGIA - Jalalov, the deputy of the head of Security Ministry’s Marneuli department, and several accessories who kidnapped Gumbatov and demanded 80 000 USD for ransom, has been detained. The police have already taken back part of that money – 46 000 USD.
Jalalov is accused of organizing the criminal group. According to the official statement of the Security Ministry, they exposed the criminal activities of one of the members of Security Ministry as well as other officials’. They are accused of the illegal detention of a member of Shida Kartli’s regional department of the Interior Ministry and demanding ransom. The ministry has begun the investigation regarding the above mentioned fact and was transferred to military prosecutor’s office for future investigation.

Interior Minister Dismissed Ten Officials

TBILISI, GEORGIA - The Interior Ministry’s regional departments of Shida Kartli and Gori police have been left without leaders. More than ten officials have been dismissed including the head of the Internal Affair’s regional department (General Nodar 
Dalakishvili), the head of the administrative department (Ramaz Lobzhanidze), the head of the criminal department (Beso Giorgashvili), the head of the regional department against corruption and economic crimes (Dimitri Davitashvili), and the head of the Internal Affair’s Gori department (David Bakhradze and his deputies). 
Council of Europe is Preparing the New Program in Kutaisi
KUTAISI, GEORGIA - With the assistance of the Council of Europe, a new program “Cultural Peace Mission in the Caucasus” is being prepared in Kutaisi to settle the conflicts peacefully in the South Caucasus. The project is planned to be implemented in 2003 by Kutaisi’s Youth Christian Association. Besides Georgians, Armenians and Azerbaijans, representatives of the Russian federation will also be involved. In the framework of the project and in the name of peace, the young people will meet the presidents of the three states and visit all conflict zones in the Caucasus. A film will be made and shown on TV of these three countries. 

Jorbenadze Promised Prisoners to Restore Operating-room

TBILISI, GEORGIA - On January 8 the state minister and head of the NGO “Former Political Prisoners and Human Rights,” Nana Kakabadze, spoke about the hard conditions being experienced in the penitentiary facility. According to Nana Kakabadze, the state minister promised that after preparing a special letter, he will fund the restoration of the operating room in Ksani penitentiary department’s treatment facility for prisoners suffering from tuberculosis. 

According to Kakabadze, some of the patients should be operated on as soon as possible and this operation costs 5 000 USD in a public hospital.

6 July - 2 August 2003

The Programme in International Human Rights Law has been developed by the University of Oxford Department for Continuing Education and the George Washington University Law School. The aims of the Programme are to develop participants’ advocacy and dissemination skills, as well as their formal knowledge of human rights law and the means for its enforcement. More broadly, the Programme is intended to prepare students to contribute to the improvement of human rights conditions in their homelands and around the world.

For the 2003 session, the Programme has assembled an internationally recognised faculty offering courses on the philosophy, history, doctrine and practice of international human rights law. In addition to the introductory course on the fundamentals of international human rights law, the Programme offers an advanced seminar on human rights lawyering and afternoon electives that address important contemporary issues in the field. Most instruction is conducted in small groups relying on case-based materials and simulations, allowing ample opportunity for exchange with faculty and development of professional skills.

International Summer School in Forced Migration

7-25 July 2003
The Refugee Studies Centre's International Summer School aims to provide participants with a deeper and broader understanding of the forces and institutions that generate, maintain, and influence responses to displaced people. Participants will examine: different views of the nature of forced migration; the historical context of forced migration and its location within broader regional and global processes; the multifaceted realities faced by forced migrants; and the character of current responses to displacement.

Through lectures, group discussions, case studies, simulations and individual study, the School offers those involved in humanitarian assistance the opportunity to study, learn, and reflect upon their own and others' experiences in a setting removed from the day-to-day pressures of work. Participants will have ready access to the RSC Documentation Centre, which holds the world's largest collection of unpublished literature in the area of forced migration. The Summer School is an inter-disciplinary, intensive, full-time course of study requiring participation throughout.
Level: professional 
Location: Oxford, United Kingdom 
Participants: maximum of 78 senior and middle managers involved with assistance and policy-making for forced migrants. Participants typically include host government officials, intergovernmental, and non-governmental agency personnel engaged in planning, administering and co-ordinating assistance. Proficiency in the English language is necessary in order to achieve maximum benefit from participation in the course. 
Tuition, fee, lodging: The fee for the three-week course is £2,300. This includes 20 nights bed and breakfast accommodation with weekday lunches; tuition; pack of reading materials; and RSC organised social activities. Evening meals are not included in the course fees. Participants make their own travel arrangements to and from Wadham College, Oxford.
